• If	dues	are	a	hardship,	just	let	us	know.	We	offer	scholarships—no	fuss,	no	judgment.	
• Dues	help	pay	for	our	director,	pianist,	rehearsal	space,	concert	instrumentalists,	and	sheet	music.

• Come	to	rehearsal	regularly	and	on	time—Tuesday	nights	are	our	time	to	sing!	
• Practice	at	home—we’ll	send	out	recordings	of	each	week’s	rehearsal	to	help	you	out.

is	a	charge	to	have	access	to	these.	This	is	optional.	
• Some	singers	like	to	record	with	their	own	phones	or	recording	devices	to	supplement	the	recordings	that	

are	sent	out.	
• We	sometimes	add	an	extra	rehearsal	or	two	before	a	concert.	
• There	may	be	optional	sectional	rehearsals	at	members’	homes	as	we	approach	the	concert	date

• We	perform	two	main	concerts	each	year—December	and	June—right	at	the	Pasadena	New	Thought	

Center.	
• Concert	clothes:	All	black—nice	top	with	pants	or	skirt.	Simple	and	elegant.	
• A	few	days	before	each	concert,	we	also	have	a	dress	rehearsal	at	a	local	retirement	home.	It’s	always	a	

heartwarming	experience.
